collection of medicinal plants of good quality in ways that respect and support the conservation of medicinal
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plants and the environment in general. These guidelines concern the cultivation and collection of medicinal
plants and include certain post-harvest operations. Good agricultural and collection practices for medicinal
plants are the first step in quality assurance on which the safety and efficacy of herbal medicinal products
directly depend. These practices also play an important role in protection natural resources of medicinal
plants for sustainable use.
